1 Disconnect the power cord from the VTR.

2 Remove the 2 coin screws, then remove the top panel.

3 Loosen the screw indicated in the diagram below, then
remove the board clamp.

4 Remove the screw, then remove the blank panel from
the rear panel.

6 Attach the accessory connector board to the rear panel.
As shown in the diagram below, after passing the SDI
board’s connecting cables through the hole provided for
the F3 slot, plug them into the top section of the
connector board and then fix the connector board in
place using the screw.

5 Remove the SDI board from the F3 slot on the rear
panel side of the VTR unit.

7 Connect the connecting cables to the SDTI board.

8 Reinsert the SDI board in the F3 slot, then insert the
SDTI board in the same F3 slot located on the front
panel side.

Position the cables as shown
in the diagram.

9 Reattach the board clamp using the screw, then fix the
top panel in place using the 2 coin screws.
